PUBLIC ACCESS : HOLD THE GATES?

NOTES ON PROOF PROVIDED 17 JUNE 2005

1. Page 1, col 2, para 2: instead of the sentence in which the question appears, type “Consequently, BarDIRECT having already been introduced, Public Access was the inevitable next step”;


1.1. page 1, col 3, para beginning “Because a barrister’s pupillage”.  

1.2. No sentence let alone a paragraph should begin with the word “because”. My initial draft did not do so. Moreover Pupillage is the name given to the training period of Barristers and could not belong or be relevant to any other profession. For both of these reasons I should prefer my wording to be used at this point rather than that proposed by the editor;

1.3. if it is necessary to indicate that the reference to “35” is to age and it appears to be me to be otiose then I would prefer that the words “years of age” are used rather than “years old”;

2. I do not consider that it is worth adding the words which appear after the word “AUTHOR”, but if they are please ensure that the split infinitive is corrected;


3. Page 1, col 3, heading “The training” – so far as I am aware only the College of Law provides a course.


4. page 2, col 1, 1st pararagraph – yes, by emotional prop, I mean to refer to the Solicitor. I do not consider that this needs to be spelt out


5. page 2, col 1, para headed “Strict restrictions”

5.1. in my view this heading is tortologous and should not be used;

5.2. my response to the question “AUTHOR: During training?” is yes, clearly but again it is obvious from the context, in my view;

5.3. my response to the question “AUTHOR: what does this mean exactly?” is what it says. Barristers may not offer their business address as an address for service. It follows that the DX system which, in the business context, is generally regarded as more reliable that the postal service will also not be available to anyone, including the court and an opponent’s lawyers, wishing to serve on the person represented by the Barrister will not be able to use the DX system;

6. my response to the questions “FROM WHOM, pls?” is the losing party. Again it should be remembered that this article will be read by lawyers who will appreciate this point and to spell it out would, I believe, be embarrassing.
